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CHAIRMAN’S STATEMENT

The 4,862 grants listed in this An-
nual Report for fiscal 1985 reflect the
range of artistry supported by the Na-
tional Endowment for the Arts through-
cut the country. They include assist-
ance of the best of America’s
performing arts; of exhibitions and cat-
alogs of the best of America’s
museums; and of writers, visual artists,
independent film and video artists, and
the folk artists of the rich and diverse
cultures which make up the United
States.

Nineteen eighty-five was a year of
reauthorization; the first presentation of
the National Medal of Arts awarded by
President Reagan; and celebration of 20
years of progress in the arts since the
founding of the Endowment in 1565,
The Endowment in 1985 also under-
took a number of initiatives, to meet
the particular needs of the fields.
Finally, 1985 was a year of
reflection—to lock to the future and to
meet the challenges of broadening audi-
ences for the arts the Endowment

supports.
REAUTHORIZATION

The Endowment was reauthorized in
1980 for five years. We are pleased to
report that the Congress has enacted,
and the President has signed, legisla-
tion to reauthorize the agency through
1990. While there were a number of is-
sues involved in this reauthorization,
the overwhelming support of Congress-
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men and Senators from both parties re-
mains strong; so, too, does the support
of President Reagan. We were also
pleased by Congressional interest in our
assisting arts education and we are pro-
ceeding with initfatives in this area.

20TH ANNIVERSARY

Nineteen eighty-five marked the 20th
Anniversary of the Endowment’s
founding, First Lady Nancy Reagan
agreed to be Honorary Chairman of the
20th Anniversary Committee, which
was ably headed by Charlton Heston, a
former member of the National Council
on the Arts. It was most heartwarming
to experience the outpouring cf appre-
ciation for what this agency has done
with the support of five Administra-
tions and 11 Congresses. We received

congratulations not only from those we

have supported, but also from those we
have not, among them the Academy of
Motion Picture Arts and Sciences and
the Academy of Television Ars and
Sciences, and scores of governors and
mayors nationwide,

There were more than 300
celebratory arts events out across the
country., The President recognized the
week of September 23-2% as National
Arts Week. On April 23, 1985, Presi-
dent Reagan praised the “wonderful
work” of the Endowment over two dec-
ades as he made the presentation of the
first National Medal of Arts awards to
12 distinguished artists and patrons.

INITIATIVES

In FY 1985, our program directors,
working with Endowment panels, de-
veloped a number of new initiatives for
which we have high hopes. In Dance,
we began support of the National Per-
formance Network to assist small dance
companies to tour in areas where they
would not otherwise be seen. The De-
sign Arts Program reorganized itself to
provide for a simpler and more logical
response to needs in its field. The Ex-
pansion Arts Program implemented its
Community Foundation Initiative; 13
community foundations in 12 states and
the District of Columbia are now work-
ing to develop permanent funds (worth
more than $5 million} to assist smaller
institutions in their communities.

Our Inter-Arts Program developed
with the Rockefeller Foundation sup-
port for interdisciplinary artist fellow-
ships; it also began an arts management
initiative to provide funds to organiza-
tions linking promising arts managers
with small arts organizations. The Lit-
erature Program sponscred a promotion
project modeled after the best-seller
list, “The Writer's Choice: The Best of
the Small Presses.” This effort is aimed
at encouraging commercial booksellers
to distribute publicaticns of the not-for-
profit small presses,
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In the Media Arts Program, support
for the National Center for Film and
Video Preservation was continued, and
preservation began to arouse increasing
interest among studies and producers as
well as nonprofit archives. The Chair-
men of the Center’s board called for a
moratorium last May on the destruction
of television material by networks, sta-
tions, and producers. The response was
5o positive that the board and staff of
the Center are now working on
guidelines on how and what to pre-
serve, which will be sent to the coun-
try’s 1,100 television stations. With the
Center, fundraising for preservation has
taken on a new impetus in the private
sector. Work on the American Film
Insitute’s catalog of American feature
films continues; the volume covering
the years 1911-1919 is now being
added to completed volumes on the
Twenties and Sixties; the Thirties are
now targeted for completion. All this
information will be put onto & national,
moving image database which will be
available to the universe of scholars,
producers, archivists, and filmmakers.

In the Museum Program, changes
were instituted to strengthen our con-
servation efforts as well as our fellow-
ships for museum professionals. The
Music Program sponsored the establish-
ment of the National Jazz Service Or-
ganization to nurture the growth and
enhancement of jazz music as an
American art form. At the same time,
in collaboration with the Seaver Insti-
tute, the Music Program initiated the
American Conductors Program. It also
helped the American Music Center to
launch “American Music Week,” an

annual event aimed at focusing atten-
tion en the best of this country’s seri-
ous new music and expanding its audi-
ence. In Opera-Musical Theater, the
guidelines for FY 86 have been
changed to recognize the importance of
assisting “seldom produced,” as well as
“new,” American works. In addition, a
new pilot effort has been established
for opera and musical theater artistic
associates.

In the Public Partnership area, we
are engaged in broadening our Artists
in Education Program to include efforts
that would encourage sequential teach-
ing of the arts as a basic in kindergar-
ten through high school. Policy discus-
sions in this area show both the
difficulties and the opportunities. We
hope to encourage progress in provid-
ing opportunities for all students
graduating from high school to have
some sensc of the variety of artistic ex-
pression that lies outside the popular
culture of the moment.

The Endowment also entered into a
parinership with the U.S. Department
of Education and the Rockefeller Foun-
dation to assist the Council of Chief
State School Officers to conduct a sur-
vey on the arts in education and to put
arts education on their agernida. A very
useful survey has now been completed,
and 26 of the Chief State School Offi-
cers attended an important meeting in
Boston to discuss the issues involved.
The Endowment is currently devel-
oping a strategy through guidelines and
advocacy tc help us move forward in
this area; we are doing this in consulta-
tion with the education as well as the
arts communities.

GRAMM-RUDMAN-HOLLINGS

On December 12, 1985, the Congress
enacted what has come to be called the
Gramm-Rudman-Hollings legislation.
This legislation provides for accelerated
and gutomatic provisions to move the
Federal Government as a whole to-
wards a balanced budget in 1990-91.
While at the time of this writing certain
provisions of this legislation’s constitu-
tionality are in question, it represents
the overwhelming consensus of the
Congress that Federal programs should
be constrained so as to reduce the Fed-
erat budget deficit.

The impact for the current fiscal year
{1986} is expected to be a 4.3% reduc-
tton in Endowment accounts (across the
board), from $165.7 to $158.5 million.
Clearly, we must manage our expendi-
tures with even greater care so as to as-
sure that Federal dollars expended are
targeted to maximum effect—to en-
hance artistic excellence and access to,
and appreciation of, it.

FUTURE

We will continue, as a high priority,
our efforts in the education area. It is
our hope that before the end of 1986
we will have helped stimulate partner-
ships for progress in making the arts a
basic in schools. By the summer of
1986, we shall also be in a position to
review pilets for the proposed new tele-
vision series on the arts for young
people.

We are, at the same time, evaluating
the Advancement Program (which has
had success with less-well-established
organizations) and the future of our
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Challenge Program. The Challenge
Program has in the past provided sup-
port to assist the long-term institutional
stability of our best arts institutions; it
has complemented annual program sup-
port. We are now exploring the possi-
bility of broadening that program to en-
courage “long-term enhancement” of
artistic excellence and/or access to it.
Consultations to this end began in 19835
and will continue in 1986. We are also
evaluating our Locals Test Program.

The Endowment is also exploring
how it might assist efforts involving in-
creased cultural exchange among the
countries of the Western Hemisphere,
leading up to the Quincentennial Cele-
bration of Columbus in [992. We also
plan to strengthen in 1986 our grants
management process and develop a
plan for the Congress on the state of
the arts survey mandated in our
reauthorization.

Nineteen eighty-five has been a busy
year. We think we have made progress.
Private sector and state arts agency sup-
port for the arts is up by amounts con-
siderably in excess of our own budget.
We think the Endowment has been
helpful in stimulating some of that non-
Federal support and in undertaking
projects which do not have as ready ac-
cess to that support.

Notwithstanding increasing overall
support for the nonprofit arts, it is im-
portant to note that, especially in the
performing arts, expenses are increas-
ing, in some cases even faster than rev-
enues. We need a better sense of how
great these difficulties are. We also re-
main concerned by the reluctance in
many quarters to produce, present, or
exhibit programs that lack the drawing
capacity of “stars” or “blockbusters.”
The tension between marquee value for
its own sake and artistic excellence re-
mains; the only question is whether that
tension is producing greater imbalances
today than previcusly. Most impor-
tantly, we are concerned that 61 per-
cent of American adults do not partici-
pate in most of the arts we support;
hence, our priority for arts education
and television programming in the arts.

Finally, let me note in this space the
passing of a dear friend and colleague,
Margo Albert. She was an inspiration
to her Council colleagues and to our
programs; she brought humanity and
effectiveness to what we were about,
As an artist and the former Co-
Chairman of the Hispanic Task Force
and the Co-Founder and Artistic Direc-
tor of Plaza de la Raza in Los Angeles,
she brought important insights to our
Council table. She is deeply missed.

In closing, let me thank the Endow-
ment staff, the members of the Naticnal
Council on the Arts, and the many dis-
tinguished artists and arts administra-
tors who compose our panels. Their
dedication goes to the heart of what we
do. Let us, all of us, re-dedicate our-
selves in 1986 to making the Endow-
ment use its limited resources in the
most effective ways possible—for our
culture and for the American people.

AGENCY & ITS FUNCTIONS

THE NATIONAL FOUNDATION ON
THE ARTS AND THE HUMANITIES

In 1665 Cengress created the National
Foundation on the Arts and the
Humanities as an independent agency
of the executive branch of federal
government. The foundation consists of
the National Endowment for the Arts,
the National Endowment for the
Humanities, and the Federal Council on
the Arts and the Humanities. The
Foundation is a legislative umbrella
concept; it has no administrative or
programming identity separate from its
COmponents.

NATIONAL COUNCIL ON THE
ARTS

Formed in 1964, the National Council
on the Arts preceded by one year the
establishment of the National
Foundation on the Arts and the
Humanities.

The Council is compased of the
Chairman of the National Endowment
for the Arts, who serves as Chairman
of the Council, and 26 presidentially
appointed citizens who are recognized
for their knowledge of the arts, or for
their expertise or profound interest in
the arts. The Council is mandated by
law to advise the Chairman on policies,
programs, and procedures. It also must
review and make recommendations on
applications for grants.

Council members scrve six-year
terms, staggered so that roughly one-
third of all the Council rotates every
two ycars.

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NATIONAL ENDOWMENT FOR
THE ARTS

The National Endowment for the Arts,
an independent agency of the federal
govermment, was created in 1965 to
encourage and support American art
and artists. Its major goals are to foster
artistic excellence by helping to
deveiop the nation’s finest creative
talent, to preserve our cultural heritage
in all its diversity, to make the arts
available to wider, more informed
audiences, and to promote the overzl!
financial stability of American arts
organizations.

The Endowment serves as a catalyst
to increase opportunities for artists and
to spur invelvement in the arts by
private citizens, public and private
organizations, and the states and
communities. The agency does not
direct or interfere with the creative
activitics of individual artists or arts
organizations. Rather, it acts as a
partner with the arts-support
community, using federal resources to
develop and promote a broadly
conceived national policy of support for
the arts.

CHAIRMAN OF THE ENDOWMENT

The Chairman of the Arts Endowment
is appointed by the President of the
United States, with the advice and
consent of the Senate, for a term of
four years. The Chairman provides
overall direction to the work of the
Endowment. By law, the Chairman
makes final decisions on policies.
programs, procedures, and the
awarding of all grants and contracts.

ENDOWMENT PANELS

The panels serve the individual
Programs of the Endowment much as
the National Council on the Arts serves
the Endowment as a whole. Togcther
the Council and panels provide a
system of professional peer review to
evaluate applications, identify
problems, and develop the policies and
programs through which the
Endowment responds to changing
conditions. )

Morc than 600 private citizens serve
on these panels, whose membership
rotates regularly. Panelists are
appointed by the Chairman with the
advice of the staff and Council
members, as well as organizations and
leaders in the field.

METHODS OF FUNDING

Grant money authorized by Congress
comes to the Endowment in program
funds, the Treasury Fund, znd
Challenge Grant funds. Most direct
grants to organizations and individuals
come from program funds. Program
grants to arts institutions must be
matched at least doilar-for-dollar.

The Treasury Fund arrangement
altows private donors to pledge gifts to
specific Endowment grantees. Each
pledge frecs an equal amount for the
grantee from the Treasury Fund, which
is maintained at the Treasury
Department. Grantees must then match
the combined total of the donor’s
pledge plus the Treasury Fuad
disbursement.

Challenge Grants are awarded for
projects that contribute 1o the long-term
financial stability of grantee
arganizations and must be matched on
at least a three-to-one basis.

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STATEMENT OF MISSION

PREAMBLE

Throughout the ages, man has striven
to go beyond the limits of the
immediate physical world to create that
which was not there before and thus
nourish the human spirit. Qur first
record of man’'s perception of the world
around him was through art scratched
cn cave walls, carved in stone, or
modeled in clay. Man's nced to make,
experience, and comprehend art is as
profound as his need to speak. It is
through art that we can understand
ourselves and our potential. And it is
through art that we will be understood
and remembered by those who will
come after us.

This nation’s governance is based on
our people’s commitment to freedom of
imagination, thought, and expression.
Qur many aesthetic and cultural
traditions are precious to us—Tfor the
rich variety of their beauty and as a
symbol of the diverse nature of the
United States.

Primary support for the arts has
always come directly from the people
of this nation: artists in localities all
across the country who create and
sustain the arts and contributors who
support the arts out of conviction and
as a matter of civic and regional pride.

It was in this context that the
National Foundation on the Arts and
the Humanities Act was enacted in
1965. The Congress found that “the
encouragement and support of national
progress and scholarship in the
humanities and the arts, while primarily
a matter of private and local initiative,
i3 also an appropriate matter of concern
1o the Federal Government .. ."

The Congress also found that “while
no government can call a greal artist or
scholar inte existence, it is necessary
and appropriate for the Federal
Government 1o help create and sustain

not only a climate encouraging freedom
of thought, imagination, and inquiry,
but also the material conditions
facilitating the release of this creative
talent . ..”

MISSION

The mission of the National
Endowment for the Arts is:

+ to foster the excellence, diversity,
and vitality of the arts in the United
States: and

* to help broaden the availability and
apprectation of such excellence,
diversity, and vitality.

In implementing its mission, the
Endowment must exercisc care to
preserve and improve the environment
in which the arts have flourished. It
must not, under any circumstance,
impose a single acsthetic standard or
attempt to direct artistic content.

IMPLEMENTATION

Who: The Endowment assists
individual artists, those who act on
behalf of artists or audiences,
organizations whose primary intention
is artistic or educational, and state and
tocal arts agencies. Demonstrated or
potential cxcellence and capacity to
conceive, develop, or present a work of
art are primary criteria.

* Demonstrate national recognition of
the importance of artistic excelience;

* Provide opportunities for artists to
develop their talents;

+ Assist in the creation, production,
presentation/exhibition of innovative
and diverse work that has potential to
affect the art form and directly or
indirectly result over time in new art of
permancnt value;

« Assure the preservation of our
cultural heritage;

» Increase the performance,
cxhibition, and transmission of art to
all people throughout the nation;

* Deepen understanding and
appreciation of the arts among ali
people nationwide;

* Encourage serious and meaningful
art programs as part of basic education;

* Stimulate increasing levels of
nonfederal support of the arts;

* Improve the institutional capacity
of the best of ocur arts organizations to
develop, produce, present, and exhibit
bold and varied fare; and

* Provide information about the arts,
their artistic and financizl health, and
the state of their audiences.

How: The Endowment, in conjunction
with private and public partners, carries
out its mission through grants programs
and & wide range of leadership and
advocacy activitics. The Endowment
also serves as a national forum to assist
in the exchange of ideas and as a
catalyst to promote the best
developments in the arts and education
about them. The Endowment’s grants
programs include individual, project,
and longer-term institutional support.

Endowment decision-making is
guided by peer panel review and the
National Council on the Arts and by
additional advice from the artistic fields
and their public and private supporters.
The Endowment works closely with its
public partners {the state and local arts
agencies} to reflect regional, state, and
local perspectives and assist
cooperation in implementation of
government arts support programs. The
Endowment's programs arc aimed at
benefitting all people of this nation,
regardless of sex, race, creed, national
origin, handicap, age, or habitat.
